2006 ANNUAL REPORT

PROLOGUE
2006, for the most part has been successful for the Delaware County Health Department.  As mentioned in the 2005 report, the contract with the Indiana State Department of Health for the Vaccine for Children project will no longer be housed with this office.  The County Council would not allow this department to bid for continuation of the contract. The state has taken over the operation of the program.   This will have a significant impact on revenue for the department.  It remains to see how future funding for the department will be addressed by the County Council.  Currently, the fees that were collected are in a fund to pay any future unemployment costs associated with the previous VFC staff.  

An ordinance addressing smoking in the workplace went into effect in July, 2006.  The Health Department is the enforcement agency for the ordinance.   As of the end of the year, the department had received in excess of 60 complaints from the public concerning violations.  A member of this department investigates each complaint.  No court action has been required as of December 2006.   Compliance with the ordinance has been positive.  The public, based on comments received, appreciate the ordinance requiring a smoke free environment.  The passage of a county ordinance has been an issue that the Board of Health and other groups within the county have worked on for several years.  This will have a significant impact on protecting the health of the public and employees from secondhand smoke.

Concerns about a possible pandemic continue to be a significant public health issue for not only Delaware County, but the entire world.  History would indicate pandemics will occur in the future, and it is imperative that we make every effort to educate our population about the need to prepare for potential catastrophic events.   Health Department staff has participated in training exercises with other counties and the State.  Staff has provided numerous presentations to civic groups, Town Boards throughout the county, church groups and other interested parties about the importance of preparedness planning.  These efforts will continue into the future.  Delaware County has a pandemic task force with representation from several agencies who meet monthly to develop programs and procedures to address potential pandemic issues.  

The issues concerning the uninsured in not only Delaware County, but the country as a whole continue to be a serious public health problem.  The Cardinal Access project, that this department provided funds to in the previous year, continues.  This project does not provide health insurance, but assists individuals and families to find insurance or obtain Medicaid rates from BMH facilities.   Too many individuals and families may be employed but receive no health insurance benefits and are not eligible for Medicaid.  

The Board of Health is very concerned about the affordable health care issue.  This year, the Board approved $30,000 from Tobacco Settlement Funds to help fund the Gateway Clinic.  These funds will be used primarily to help pay prescription costs for patients at the Clinic.  Currently, over twenty per cent of the county population is uninsured.  Efforts will continue by this agency to look for avenues to improve the health of our population through affordable health care.  As of the end of this year, the Governor of Indiana is proposing an increase in the cigarette tax to provide funds for insurance for at least a segment of this population.  The Legislature will discuss this and other issues in their 2007 session.  

Within this annual report, you will find information from the Environmental, Food Service, Health Education, Public Health Nursing, Tobacco Free Coalition and Vital Records programs.  The report gives detail about each program area and numbers of people served.  Please review the report and contact this department for any questions or concerns.

ENVIRONMENTAL DIVISION

The Environmental Division of the Delaware County Health Department investigated 525 new complaints in 2006.  The areas with the greatest number of complaints were:  Unfit Housing (40%), Trash/Garbage (12%) and Vector Control for West Nile Virus (12%).  Sewage complaints are getting less each year because of the new sanitary sewers going on line. 

In 2006, the environmental staff reworked housing violation procedures.  The revamped paper work shortens the legal process and puts more responsibility on the violator to prove their case. 

ENVIRONMENTAL COURT
Environmental Court is the bite to our work.  Without court intervention, it would be impossible to effectively enforce environmental laws.  The Environmental Division thanks the Honorable Judge Daily and his Court Staff for their assistance in this matter.

SEWER PROJECTS

There are no major sewer projects currently under construction except for the Yorktown Sewer District.  This project is mainly for the extension of Yorktown to take in new construction; however, some existing areas with septic systems will be serviced.  The following is a breakdown of sanitary sewers that are being planned:

ON-SITE SEWAGE DISPOSAL SYSTEMS

During 2006, there were 87 applications made to install on-site sewage disposal systems in Delaware County.  All applications require at least one on-site visit and soil profiles for both new and repair.  However, most sites require two or more visits before all parties agree upon an acceptable site.

There were permits issued to construct an on-site sewage disposal system in 2006.  Of the 66 permits, 45 were new homes and 21 were repairs to existing systems.

All new construction and repair systems require a certified soil scientist to perform the soil profile.  There were 29 registered installers for 2006.  The Environmental Division conducted an elevated sand mound design and construction workshop in December 2006.  There were over 30 participants ranging from material suppliers to registered installers.

WELL PERMITS
Well permits must be obtained for all drinking water wells, new or repairs.  A permit must also be obtained to repair or replace a pump.  Each permit provides for the well to be tested for bacterial quality.  Each subsequent testing must be done at the expense of the owner in case the first test shows positive for coliform bacteria. TRASH HAULERS PERMITS
Trash hauling permits were issued for 40 vehicles from 3 companies in 2006.  There were no complaints issued against any of these haulers this year.

FOOD DIVISION

2006 has been a successful year for the Food Division.  The staff has taken every opportunity to acquire additional training to help maintain a quality food protection program.  

The food handlers’ certification program established by the State of Indiana has proven to be beneficial to the consumer.  This requires that a person qualified in food service safety be on the staff of each food service facility, including temporary food service operations.  This helps to maintain a professional standard in each facility.  The Food Division staff has continued offering the classes for the certification of food service workers.  

At least two inspections of each food service facility in Delaware County have been completed this year.   If critical violations are noted during an inspection, a follow-up inspection is conducted to assure compliance with the code.  All consumer complaints on facilities are investigated.   This department encourages the public to be interactive with this office and report any conditions allowing unsafe food handling practices.  

The records of food inspections are public domain.  The public is welcome to come to this office to review any food service report.  In 2007, Delaware County is planning on implementing an internet site which will facilitate posting inspection report information on the web.   This will be beneficial for local residents as well as visitors to the county.

The public is becoming more interested in the safety of the food they eat than ever before.  This may be generated from reports of illness on cruise ships and reports of food borne illness in retail food service facilities nationwide.  Delaware County had a large food borne illness outbreak concerning a golf outing at a local golf course in 2006.   The source of the illness was identified, and the food service operation was ordered closed until conditions were improved.  

The Food Division has always taken the position of enforcing sanitation codes regulating the food service industry in Delaware County.   The division makes every effort to ensure the food consumed by residents and visitors to the county are safe at all times.  This is applicable to not only year around retail businesses, but temporary facilities found at festivals as well.  On the following page the reader will find information concerning the number of inspections and other pertinent data about the Food Protection Program.

HEALTH EDUCATION
In 2006, the health education division experienced a variety of changes and improvements.  The health education division remains committed to providing programs aimed at improving the quality of life for the residents of Delaware County.  

BLACK EXPO

One health educator is on the planning committee for the Health, Employment and Information Community Fair.  This committee holds an annual health fair that is the largest in Delaware County.  It consists of a large variety of free health screenings, job openings in the community and information on various agencies in the area.  The Muncie Black Expo planning committee is a collaboration of several agencies that work together to make the community event successful.

DELAWARE COUNTY SAFE KIDS COALITION

The Health Department remains the lead agency for the Delaware County Safe Kids Coalition and continues to provide a coordinator for the coalition.  The coalition distributed approximately 121 bicycle helmets to children in need.  The coalition inspected a total of 36 child safety seats at car seat clinics and distributed a total of 45 child safety seats.  The coalition also distributed 51 life jackets and 31 smoke detectors to those in need.

HEALTHY MOTHERS HEALTHY BABIES (HMHB)

One health educator serves as the chair on the HMHB committee.  This committee focuses on reducing pregnancy among teens.  Healthy Mothers Healthy Babies is a collaboration of agencies that work together to provide information to help teens and their parents with teen pregnancy issues.  HMHB put on a workshop “How to Talk to Your Kids about Sex.”  This workshop was successful.

THE MINIORITY PROJECT
The Delaware County Health Department launched a new project this year attempting to educate and reduce the risk of health disparities among African Americans.  The Department was fortunate to visit two churches and provide education and perform health screenings.  

MUNCIE ON THE MOVE
The Delaware County Health Department set up an information booth for the bimonthly meeting of Muncie on the Move, housed at the Horizon Convention Center.  Topics highlighted include:  The Delaware County Smoking Ordinance, Pandemic Flu/Emergency Preparedness, and Hand- washing/Sanitizing.  Approximately 300 participants attend each session. 

A NEW LEAF-CHOICES FOR HEALTHY LIVING

This program focuses on two things that can help improve health and prevent heart disease: healthy food choices and physical activity.   An eight week program was offered to the 44 female residents of the Delaware County YWCA, 23 volunteered and 11 attended the optional smoking cessation classes.

PROFESSOR POPCORN

The Delaware County Health Department collaborated with the Purdue Extension Educator to teach a five week session to two forth grade classes.  Goals of the curriculum were to help young people develop into healthy adults by gaining an interest in eating healthy foods, using safe food-handling techniques, and making physical activity a part of their lifestyle.  Five boys and girls that successfully completed the program- and had asthma, attended a week long camp in Northern Indiana that focused on coping with their chronic disease.

NURSING DIVISION

OVERVIEW
During 2006, the Delaware County Health Department Nursing Division offered the following services:  childhood, adult and international travel immunizations; TB testing and follow-up; lead screening and follow-up; head lice screening, education and treatment (at nominal cost); adult wellness program; older adult program; flu and pneumonia vaccine administration; hepatitis B vaccine administration; communicable disease investigations; home visits; follow up on abnormal newborn screenings from ISDH referrals; HIV Testing and Counseling; and case-management for all Delaware County children with elevated blood lead.

COMMUNICABLE DISEASE

Communicable disease reports were followed up on and referrals made when appropriate.  Reports were made to the Indiana State Department of Health.

FLU AND PNEUMONIA PROGRAM

The Flu and Pneumonia Program was offered during the fall and winter months.  Clinics were held at the Ross Community Center, Daleville Town Hall, Eaton Sr. Citizen’s Center, Albany Town Hall, Yorktown Town Hall, Selma United Methodist Church, YWCA, Mental Health Association, Gaston Town Hall, Muncie Mission, Delaware Greenway, and in the County Building.  Flu vaccine was given following Center for Disease Control guidelines. 

HEAD LICE SERVICES

The nurses offered head checks and education relating to head lice.  In addition, RID treatment was available to the public for a nominal donation.

HEPATITIS B PROGRAM

Hepatitis B vaccine was administered per OSHA requirements to government agencies, schools, and other non-profit agencies as needed.  These agencies purchased their own vaccine.

HIV TESTING AND COUNSELING PROGRAM

HIV testing and counseling was offered regularly at the health department and at Ball State University.  There were several opportunities throughout 2006 for the counselors to be updated on the latest information concerning HIV infection.  Positive HIV clients are referred to the HIV Care Coordinator, located at the Meridian Services.

IMMUNIZATIONS

Health department nurses offered immunization clinics at eight locations per month: Eaton Community Center, Daleville Town Hall, YWCA, Selma, Muncie Area Career Center, Ross Community Center, Center Township Trustee’s Office, and a Varicella Clinic in the office.  Immunizations were also offered at the Children’s Health Fair in April and at Black Expo Health Fair at the Horizon Center in August.  The MMR was offered by appointment in the office for students entering college.  Tetanus-Diphtheria or the new Tetanus-Diphtheria Acellular Pertussis vaccine was offered to adults as needed as the vaccine was available.  The Immunization program protects children and adults against Diphtheria, Tetanus, Pertussis, Polio, Measles, Mumps, Rubella, Haemophilus Influenza type B, Hepatitis B, Streptococcus Pneumoniae, Influenza, Menactra, Varicella, as well as new vaccines that protect against Rotavirus and adult pertussis (TDaP).  
LEAD SCREENING AND FOLLOW UP

Lead testing was offered to children referred by physicians or WIC, by parent/guardian request, and for lead follow up for children with elevated lead results. The Lead Program takes every opportunity to work with other agencies and physicians’ offices for referrals and follow up.  Case management is done for all Delaware County children with elevated lead results who are referred to the Delaware County Health Department of Health by the Indiana State Department of Health.  Follow-up testing is scheduled, follow up visits are completed, referrals made, and reports are sent to the Indiana State Department of Health.  The Delaware County Health Department Environmental Division provides environmental evaluations.  

OLDER ADULT PROGRAM

The Older Adult program was offered at two sites:  Eaton Community Center and the Forest Park Senior Center.  Blood Pressure screening was offered at all sessions and individual health education was given upon request.

SEXUALLY TRANSMITTED INFECTIONS

Syphilis and Hepatitis B and/or C screenings were offered with HIV testing and counseling.

TRAVEL AND PAID ADULT IMMUNIZATIONS

Immunizations were offered for travel, work and school.  The program is funded by contributions from the clients, covering the vaccine cost and an administration fee.  There were 435 client visits for the following vaccines:  Hepatitis A, Hepatitis B, Yellow Fever, Immune Globulin, Typhoid, and Tetanus, Menactra, Twinrix, and Menomune.  This year, Zostavax vaccine was added to the list for people 60 years and older.  It helps to protect against shingles.  In 2007, Gardasil, the  new vaccine for the Human Papillomavirus (HPV), will be added for young women.   

TUBERCULOSIS PROGRAM  

Tuberculosis (TB) testing was typically offered two days per week in the office.  A total of 1892 clients were tested.  Four active cases of Tuberculosis were identified through Ball Memorial Hospital, all of whom were followed by the Delaware County Health Department with Direct Observed Therapy.  Seventeen positive or latent reactors were identified and followed up with medication.  During the year, nineteen people were given medications.  The Delaware County TB Association paid for 24 chest x-rays, and 12 blood tests (SGOT).  They also paid for emergency medications, Tubersol (PPD), testing supplies, office supplies, an incentive program for patients, and the services of Dr. Dennis Zawadski, a specialist in pulmonary diseases at Ball Memorial Hospital.  Seven TB certification classes were taught, certifying 30 people to give TB tests at other facilities.  TB syringes and PPD were given to the Delaware County Jail, Albany EMS, Play n Stuff, Headstart, Muncie Area Career Center, Delaware County EMS, Medical Consultants, Tru Vine Church, Hillcroft, Lynd House, U.S. Healthworks, Pathology Associated, Center Township Trustee’s Office, Advance Family Dentistry, Alpha Center, and Isonogel Center which resulted in 1798 clients being tested.  The focus of the TB program continues to be:  testing of high risk populations, direct observed therapy of medications for active clients, follow up for latent reactors, public education, and to work cooperatively with the Delaware County TB Association and the Indiana State Department of Health.  Medications for Delaware County residents who have latent TB or active Tuberculosis are provided by the Indiana State Department of Health at no cost to the client and are dispersed through the Delaware County Health Department.
WELLNESS PROGRAM

The Wellness Program was held at Cardinal Greenway Depot and the Delaware County Building.  Cholesterol, glucose, and blood pressure screenings were made available.  A $5.00 donation was asked for the cholesterol screening.  

PERSONNEL

The Nursing Division consisted of three full-time Registered Nurses, one full-time and one part-time Licensed Practical Nurses, and a full-time secretary/clerk.

OVERVIEW

The minority- based coalition was created out of the Master Settlement Agreement administered by Indiana Tobacco Prevention and Cessation (ITPC). Its mission is to help eliminate minority health disparities related to tobacco use, advocate for smoke-free work places and public facilities, increase public awareness on the harmful effects of tobacco use and to promote healthy life styles through a comprehensive and sustained tobacco free initiative. A concentration of four major goals are emphasized to implement this program in collaboration with the community based coalition and both of their respective partners. The goals are: building strong minority base and diverse partnerships, protecting minority Hoosiers from exposure to environmental tobacco smoke, reducing minority youth initiation and access to tobacco and promoting and using cessation resources in the minority community.
