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TO AMEND TITLE IX, CH. 90, BY ADDING A SECT O RF s T s i s

ENTITLED “PET SHOP PERMITS”

ORDINAN CE__-D: Lg -06

WHEREAS, the existing Anima] Ordinances do not regulate commercial animal/pet shops;
' and
WHEREAS, the Muncie Animal Shelter has indicated that commercial animal/pet shops need

to be regulated in order to ensure that animnals are protected by receiving
adequate food and water, animals are kept in sanitary housing facilities, and that
animals receive adequate veterinary care; and

WHEREAS, the enactment of such measures will benefit the health, safety, and welfare of the
community.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED BY THE COMMON COUNCIL OF
THE CITY OF MUNCIE, DELAWARE COUNTY, INDIANA; THAT:

Section 1, Section 90.01., Definitions of Chapter 90, shall be amended by adding a
defmition to read as follows:

Pet Shop. Animal retail establishment engaging in the purchase and/or
sale and/or adoption of all vertebrate and non-vertebrate animals. This
definition includes all non-profit animal shelters.

Section 2. Permits - General

No person shall operate a pet shop, except for the City of Muncie
Animal Shelter, without first obtaining a permit in compliance with this
chapter. Every facility regulated by this chapter shall be considered a
separate enterprise and shall require an individual permit.

Section 3. Inspection of Animals and Premises Authorized

It shall be a condition of the issuance of any permit required by this
chapter that the Director of the Muncie Animal Shelter shall be

permitted to inspect, at any time, all animals and the premises where
such animals are kept.

Section 4.  Obtaining a Permit

Applicants must apply for permits required by this chapter with the



[image: image2.png]Director of the Muncie Animal Shelter. The application must contain, 1n
addition to information whether the owner and/or aperator has been
convicted of cruelty to animals, a statement that the owner and /or
operatar complies and will comply with Chapter 90 of the Muncie

Code of Ordinances, and that he/she authorizes the Director of the
Muncie Animal Shelter to inspect his facilities and animals. The permit
shall be issued when the applicant complies with the laws and
regulations pertaining to the issuance of permits, and pays the fee
required. If the applicant withholds or falsifies any information on the
application, the permit shall not be issued, and any permit issued upon
false or withheld information shall be null and void. No permit to
operate a commercial anir;ial establishment shall be issued to an
applicant who has been convicted of cruelty to ammals without review
by the Director of the Muncie Animal Shelter.

Section 5, Standards for Pet Shops

In order to be eligible to obtain a permit, a commercial animal
establishment must:

a) Be operated in such a manner as to not constitute a public nuisance;

b) Provide an isolation area for animals which are sick or diseased so
as to not endanger the health of other animals;

¢) Keep all animals caged, within secure enclosure or under the control
of the owner or operator at all times; ,
d) With respect to all animals kept on the premises, comply with all of
the provisions of this title providing for the general care of animals; and

¢) Not sell animals which are unweaned or obviously diseased.
Section 6.  Pet Shop Establishment Permit Period

The pet shop establishment permit period shall begin on January 1* and
shall run for one year. Applicants requiring a permit dunng the year
shall pay a pro-rated fee for the remaining portion of the year.
Applications must be made within ten (10) days of the establishment of
a pet shop.
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Pet shops shall pay a permit fee of $300.00. The fee will go to the
Muncie Animal Shelter.

Section 8. Violations

Owners and/or operators who violate any provision of this chapter shall
be subject to a fine of double the permit fee of the first offense, with the
fine for each subsequent offense of this chapter increasing by an
increment of double the permit fee. In the event the person has no
violations of this chapter for a period of twelve consecutive months, the
fine for any violation of this chapter after that period shall be double the
permit fee for the first offense, with the fine for each subsequent offense
inereasing by an increment of double the permit fee.

Section 9. Effective Date

This Ordinance shall become effective after publication.
